Samples of two patterns were displayed at the April 

Guild meeting and blocks made from these patterns are 

due at the June 14 th Guild meeting. ñMexican 

Roseò (1986) employs templates, and ñSteps to the 

Altarò is an easy rotary cut pattern. Members may 

choose fabrics from their own stash to make the 

blocks, but please try to use a good white fabric for 

backgrounds or other large pieces in each block.  This 

will help to add some uniformity to the blocks.  
 

The rotary cut block 

pattern, ñSteps to 

the Altar,ò was 

given as a handout 

at the Guild meeting 

and will also be 

presented on the 

Web site with 

instructions. The 

1986 blocks will 

appear on the Web 

site only, in their 

original form.  Both 

Anniversary Year Block Party 

patterns are pictured in 

color on the Web site at 

www.flyinggeese.net.
